Under her 

tutelage, the College strengthened its fi nancial position, erected two new buildings — the New Hall student 

residence and the Center for Veterinary Technology and Science — Mount Ida’s fi rst new buildings in over a 

decade.  Through all of these changes, Dr. Matteson diligently fostered Mount Ida pride, making students, faculty 

and administrators proud to wear the Mustang green. 

This year’s annual report celebrates the presidency of Dr. Carol J. Matteson: The legacy of leadership she leaves 

behind and the myriad ways she has positioned Mount Ida for a bright future.

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Visionary

If 
 you’re going to dream, dream big. That, in a nutshell, was Dr. Carol J. Matteson’s operating philosophy 
when she arrived at Mount Ida in 2000. At that time, 80 percent of the student body was enrolled in associate 
degree programs. But Dr. Matteson dreamed of launching graduate programs and set that aspiration early — 
in her inaugural address, as a matter of fact.

“In the short term, we will focus on receiving bachelor of arts degree granting authority,” she explained, at 
that time, students still had to earn an associate degree before they could complete a bachelor program. 
“In the longer term,” she continued, “we will develop other baccalaureate programs, after which we will 
seek to develop a few graduate programs.” 

At the time, it seemed an audacious statement. But dreaming big set the tone for the institution, announcing 
to the community on and off campus that a new day had dawned at Mount Ida. So Dr. Matteson started at 
the beginning, fi rst forming broad-based committees to develop a mission statement for the College and then 
a fi ve-year strategic plan.

Throughout that process, Dr. Matteson “had a succinct way of cutting through the underbrush to focus on 
what was important,” explains Trustee Katharine Hanson. “A good leader is someone who keeps abilities and 
imagination together so they don’t drift too far apart. Carol was that leader. “ The end result was a strategic plan 
“the College had the ability and capacity to achieve.”

Everything about that fi rst plan centered on making Mount Ida a fi rst-choice, four-year college, starting with 
a new All-College Curriculum. The innovative core curriculum blends professional preparation with the 
liberal arts, ensuring that students have the skills they need to succeed in a rapidly changing world. In establishing 
a niche, building professional preparation on a liberal arts foundation, “she transformed Mount Ida College,” 
says Judith Allen, chair of the Board of Trustees. “You can see that transformation in so many areas — enhanced 
programs, student success, and fi nancial security.”

“When you look at where Mount Ida was and where it is today, it’s been a remarkable 
series of changes,” notes David Healy, vice president for fi nance and administration. 
“Yes, it was a vision and a dream, but with a plan laid out to manage growth.”

After all, a vision without a plan is a castle in the sky. To build a foundation, you 
need to “think strategically and implement operationally,” explains Dr. Matteson. “You 
need to keep strategic issues in mind, but then fi gure out how you can get it done.” 

And get it done she did. The College went from more than 35 associate degree 
programs to now 23 bachelor programs with fi ve associate degree offerings. Today, 
91 percent of Mount Ida students are enrolled in bachelor degree programs. In fall 
2009, the College launched its fi rst two graduate programs: A Master of Science in 
Management (MSM) and an MSM with a concentration in Interior Design. 

“Dr. Matteson kept her eyes on the prize,” says Vice President for Student Affairs 
Dr. Elizabeth True.

her 30s, Dr. Matteson decided to build a log cabin in the woods of Pennsylvania. So she secured fi nancing from a local bank and built a 
cabin to her exact specifi cations. Shortly after completing the project, a man appeared at the same local bank, telling the lending offi cer 
that he wanted to apply for a loan to build a log cabin.

“You should talk to Carol Matteson,” the banker told him. So he did. Thus Liberty Housing and Land Company was born, a general contracting company 
specializing in building log homes. Dr. Matteson ran the business with a partner for nine years, a venture which in part helped her fi nance another dream: 
Pursuing a doctorate in business administration.

That can-do attitude — the ability to recognize opportunity and capitalize on it — 
has served both Dr. Matteson and Mount Ida College well.

Entrepreneur

“Carol knew what we needed 
to do to achieve stability and grow, and she 

understood that one couldn’t happen without 

the other,” says Trustee Phyllis Fanger. 
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“When I arrived, Mount Ida was facing a $1.7 million defi cit.  
We had 125 fewer students than we did the previous year because 

the College was phasing out some associate degree programs,” Dr. Matteson recalls. The 
challenge was to move the institution back to fi rm fi nancial ground while simultaneously 
developing a strong baccalaureate culture. Easy to sum up on paper, but considerably more 
diffi cult to put into action. According to former Trustee Dan Daly, Dr. Matteson was up for 
the task. 

“Carol is an outstanding operating executive,” he says. “She has an excellent understanding 
of the higher education environment and budget management. She identifi ed what needed 
to be done, quantifi ed the risk and then insulated the risk, turning Mount Ida into a four-year 
college in about a quarter of the recommended schedule. It was amazing how much she did 
in a short time frame.” 

The ability to move forward on all fronts, increasing academic standards, developing a 
baccalaureate culture and strengthening the College’s fi nancial position, was absolutely critical. 
“Carol knew what we needed to do to achieve stability and grow, and she understood that 
one couldn’t happen without the other,” says Trustee Phyllis Fanger. “She had knowledge, will, 
ability and fortitude to tackle it, solve it and move it forward. Mount Ida College has been 
extraordinarily fortunate to have her.”

Today, Mount Ida enrolls upward of 1,500 students and now offers graduate degrees. It’s 
opened two new buildings, turned budget defi cits into surpluses, all while growing the 
operating budget, retention rate and number of applicants.

“There’s a totally different mood on campus today,” says Dr. Phil Conroy, vice president for 
enrollment management and marketing. “You couldn’t make the jump the College has 
made without taking a lot of risk. Carol set out to create an authentic, real undergraduate 
baccalaureate institution,” he notes, and to Mount Ida’s great advantage, “she had the skills, 
vision and business savvy to get us there.”
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Change Agent

Most people know that Dr. Carol J. Matteson holds a Ph.D. in business administration 
with a specialty in organizational studies. What’s less well known, however, is that her 
skills in both organization and management fi nd their roots in a far less academic 
setting: Growing up on a farm in rural western Pennsylvania. 

“On the farm, people had to work together,” explains Maria Vitagliano, director of the School of Design, 
who’s had occasion to travel to the president’s hometown just outside Rome Township, Pennsylvania. 
“If there were crops to plant or to harvest, you had to be there. If you weren’t, you’d either miss the 
growing season or lose the crop altogether.” 

Thus long before she earned her fi rst degree, Matteson was well-schooled in the notion that when 
there was a big task at hand, you needed to get everyone on board.

So when she arrived on campus, one of her fi rst offi cial acts was to call an all-college meeting. “That was 
unheard of at Mount Ida,” recalls Mary McGonigle, former executive assistant to the president, who had 
worked under two previous administrations. “Dr. Matteson had such a terrifi c sense of openness, telling 
everyone exactly what was going on, what we were up against and what we needed to do. ‘If we can all 
come together, we can get through this,’ she told everyone.”

From there, Mount Ida rolled up its collective sleeves and got to work. Dr. Matteson formed task forces 
charged with developing new vision and mission statements, and another to oversee recommendations 
for the fi rst strategic plan. Close to 100 members of the college community served on one of six task 
forces formed to study key issues and make recommendations to shape that fi rst plan, which covered 
2002 to 2007. 

“Planning is part of my DNA. It’s what I’ve always done,” explains Dr. Matteson. “From that fi rst fi ve-year 
plan, we developed a set of priorities and then measured our progress at the end of each year.” That 
fi rst successful strategic plan led to the development of a vision statement, master plan and a second 
strategic plan, which will carry the College through to 2012. 

The methodical, consensus-building approach paid dividends, making planning part of Mount Ida’s DNA. 
“We live and breathe our strategic plan,” says Dr. Lance Carluccio, vice president for academic affairs. 
“If you have an idea or want to try something new at Mount Ida, you better be able to tie it to the 
strategic plan or it won’t get done.”
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“I think one of Carol’s most lasting legacies will be 
her emphasis on forward-thinking planning,” concludes 

Dr. Carluccio, echoing the sentiments of many.  “That fi rst strategic plan 

was a huge, huge accomplishment that truly transformed the College.” 
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Student Centered

Dr. Matteson’s favorite day of the year is commencement, and it shows. 
“Watching her at graduation, when she shakes the hand of every graduate, you see that so many 
students spark a personal connection,” says Trustee Katharine Hanson. “In shaking their hands, you 
could tell she knew them, knew what they had accomplished, and both liked and respected them.”

“I defi nitely felt like her congratulations to me was more personal because I had known her for four 
years,” recalls Lucyus Fevrier ’07 of his own graduation day. Former president of the Black Student 
Achievement Coalition, Fevrier notes however that her interest was not just a commencement 
phenomenon. “She has respect for every student on campus; not just as a student, but as a person.”

That ability to get to know the students and immerse herself in campus life was in large part what 
made Mount Ida so attractive to Dr. Matteson. In a May 2009 interview with the Women’s Business 
Journal, she explained, “As much as I wanted to be a part of Mount Ida’s transformation, I wanted the 
College to be an even larger part of its students’ transformation.” 

Dr. Phil Conroy, vice president for enrollment management and marketing, remembers that when 
Dr. Matteson was considering the top post at Mount Ida, she had two other college presidency offers 
on the table. “She chose Mount Ida because she wanted to be at a small school where she could get 
involved in the issues and be close to the students,” he says.

And he doesn’t just mean students in the global sense, institution-wide. He means individual students 
— their cares, dreams and concerns. Each Wednesday, Dr. Matteson set aside an hour on her schedule 
for open offi ce hours for students. As long as she wasn’t traveling, she would be there, available to meet 
with students on a drop-in basis. They came to discuss issues with fi nancial aid, the residence halls or 
the shuttle bus. Nothing was too mundane. “Most of the time, she would resolve the issue before they 
left the offi ce,” explains Mary McGonigle, Dr. Matteson’s former executive assistant. “She would track it 
down and make a phone call to fi nd out what was going on.”

But Dr. Matteson didn’t simply wait for students to come to her. She also regularly 
held town hall meetings in the residence halls. “Students loved that she was always 
available,” says Vice President for Student Affairs Dr. Elizabeth True. “With her, 
students are always fi rst.” When senior staff would discuss issues or potential 
policy changes, True recalls, “Her fi rst question was always, ‘How does this benefi t 
the students? ’” 

Laureen Lampert ’08, former student government president, remembers the “passing 
the gavel” dinner President Matteson hosted each year at her home, Boulder Farm, 
to thank the departing student government and welcome the new student leaders. 
“She always made it an occasion — she made us feel special, made us feel valued,” 
Lampert says.  “Even now that I’ve graduated, I feel like she cares about me as a 
person. She’s interested in where I want to take my life.” 
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In summer 2008, Vice President for Enrollment Management and Marketing Dr. Phil Conroy 
was in France, teaching a course. One day, he was enjoying the fi ne weather, roaming the streets of Paris in 
his Mount Ida College t-shirt. “A man stopped me and said, ‘you’re the second person I’ve seen in Europe 
wearing a Mount Ida t-shirt,’ he recalls. ‘The other was in Prague.’”

If sales of Mount Ida paraphernalia are any indication, then the fact that a complete stranger remarked on 
seeing multiple Mount Ida shirts overseas is a remarkable success. It’s a development, according to those 
interviewed, attributable directly to President Matteson.

“Carol cheers for the institution in a very personal way,” says Trustee Katharine Hanson. “She manifests a 
wonderful level of energy and dedication and does it with such enthusiasm.”

“If 90 percent of life is just showing up,” says Trustee Phyllis Fanger, paraphrasing the fi lm director Woody Allen, 
“then Carol lives Mount Ida. You see her at student athletic events — she’ll drive to Maine in the snow to cheer 
on the women’s volleyball team or men’s basketball team. She’s at theater productions, lectures and dances.”

In fact, as College staff set about preparing a pictorial history of her presidency, they quickly discovered it wasn’t 
diffi cult to fi nd pictures of Dr. Matteson. “She’s everywhere — at student events, at faculty events,” says Dr. Conroy. 
“The expectation here is that when you go to a Mount Ida event, the president will be there.” 

Her willingness to show up at events large and small has touched a chord on campus, making Dr. Matteson 
enormously popular with students. “She’s a person who cares about Mount Ida as a whole,” says Doug Miles ’11, 
the ’09-’10 Student Government Association president. “Mount Ida is a very special place because she’s here.”

Dr. Matteson continually demonstrates  “pride in being part of Mount Ida,” notes Vice President for Student 
Affairs Dr. Elizabeth True. “She demands it, she models it.” At one time, legend has it that she asked each 
vice president to develop an elevator speech about the College, a 90-second blurb touching on Mount Ida’s 
high points, and would periodically quiz them on it.

Her laser-like focus has helped “change the image of the College,” says Maria Vitagliano, 
director of the School of Design. “Our graduates have gone out into the work world 
and proven themselves. We’re now viewed with more respect, more stature, in the 
higher education community.” 

“Carol has brought a wonderful sense of purpose to Mount Ida without injecting 
any ego into it at all,” says David Healy, vice president for fi nance and administration. 
“It’s a team approach — all for one and one for all.” From Healy’s perspective, that 
approach has worked wonders, literally putting Mount Ida on the higher education 
map. “When I fi rst came to Mount Ida, I had to explain to people where it was,” he 
notes. “Now I have colleagues in the academic fi nancial community saying, ‘hey, what 
are you doing over there?’”
